Qualifications in audit report on historical financial information: There are no qualifications in the audit report of the Guarantor on its audited
historical financial information.

Key risks in respect of the Guarantor: The Guarantor is subject to the following key risks:

. The Group's growth, asset quality and profitability, among others, may be adversely affected by a slowdown in one or more of the economies
in which the Group operates, as well as volatile macroeconomic and political conditions: Volatile conditions in the global financial markets
could also have a material adverse effect on the Group, including on the ability of the Group to access capital and liquidity on financial terms
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acceptable to the Group, if at all. If capital markets financing ceases to become available, or becomes excessively expensive, the Group may
be forced to raise the rates paid on deposits to attract more customers and become unable to maintain certain liability maturities. Any such
increase in capital markets funding availability or costs or in deposit rates could have a material adverse effect on its interest margins and
liquidity.
