What are the key risks that are specific to the Issuer?

Marex Financial is a consolidated subsidiary of Marex Group plc. Therefore, the ability of Marex Financial to fulfil its obligations under the Securities is
affected, substantially, by the same risks as those that affect the business and operations of Marex Group as a whole, meaning Marex Group plc and its
consolidated subsidiaries, including Marex Financial ("Marex Group" or the "Group™). The Group is subject to the following key risks:

The Group generates revenue primarily from the commissions it earns and the spreads it makes from facilitating and executing client orders. These
revenue sources are substantially dependent on client trading volumes and commodity pricing levels, which are affected by a wide range of factors,
many of which are beyond the Group’s control. Any decreases in trading volumes or pricing levels may significantly reduce the commissions the Group

Risks
